RULES OF THE TOURNAMENT

There are numerous fixtures to be played and it is imperative
that games start on time. Missed games will be played after the last
game of the day.

Players must be aver thirty (30) years of age and not be playing
representative waterpolo at provincial level. The average age of each
team will be calculated on the youngest seven players in the team. A
handicap of one per two years difference in the average age of teams
will be applied.

All games will consist of two periods of 7 minutes each, with a
one minute break. Two points will be awarded for a win and one to
each team for a tie. However in the event of a tie in the Playoff
sections, theresultshall be decided by penaities. Eachteam will have
three attempts and if after this they are still tied, each team will have
alternating penalty attempts on a “sudden death” basis.

At the completion of the Round Robin section, should two or
more teams have the same points score within a section, positions
will be decided by a goal average, i.e. “goals for” divided by “goals
against”,

Masters Waterpolo, like most good ideas, began in the midst (should
that be mist?) of many cold lagers during the celebrations of the ex-
Zimbabwe team’s second division win in 1988. It was decided that
Cape Town provided the most suitable venue, apart from Forries they
also had a short course pool in close proximity to numerous refresh-
ment centres. Invitations were sent out to the Transvaal, Northern
Transvaal and Eastern Transvaal and a tournament was born.

From that initial tournament, with six sides competing, Masters has
progressed to provinces hosting up to 28 teams. This certainly to the
delight of the breweries and the manufacturers of liver repair medica-
tions.

Whilst Committees havebeen formed to administer the sport, the over-
riding rule has been, and will hopefully continue to be, that the sport
isbeing played fo thelove of the game and the comraderie it engenders,
as such, teams are put together because it is their choice, not for the sole
intent on leaving with a trophy.

Itis pleasing to note that Masters players and provinces have already
started to pay back the sport, numerous players are coaching and
financial aid has in some instances been forthcoming to the youngsters
in need.
